- To strengthen intergroup relationships and honor the multiple cultures and languages in a
community.

Since 2012, Torrance Unified School District has joined the celebration of recognizing and
honoring multi-literacy skill of our students by promoting the The Seal of Biliteracy and the
Pathway Awards.

In 2016-2017 school year, TUSD awarded over 300 State Biliteracy Seal to the graduating
seniors. Over 70 5th and 8th grade students have been awarded with the Pathway Awards.

The “TUSD Pathway to Biliteracy” will be awarded to 5 and 8™ grade students. They must
demonstrate proficiency in English and another language, including American Sign
Language. This award is given at the end of the school year in the form of a trophy. Please
refer to the application for details on the requirement.

Students who are qualified will get the State Seal on their diploma and it will be noted on the
transcript. Recipients will also be awarded with medallions to be recognized in the month of
graduation (school sites vary in ways they recognize the award).
